We know that you agreed to serve on the Providence Public Library's Board of Trustees because you love libraries and want to ensure that Providence residents have the best library service possible.  We have the same goals.  As members of our library's Friends Group, we work to support our library, as well as Providence Community Library system as a whole.
 

When PCL separated from PPL over a year ago in order to keep all nine branches open, you may have feared that PCL would not succeed and therefore chose to retain ownership of the branch buildings in case we failed.  I know you are pleased, as are we, that PCL has been successful, ending its first year in the black and expanding its programs and services.
 

Nevertheless, we have one big problem.  Many of our buildings need substantial renovations as they have serious structural issues.  Providence Public Library, as our landlord, does not have the operating funds to address these issues.  We need you to turn the buildings over to the City, so that the ownership issue is resolved and PCL can apply for grant funding to carry out these major repairs.  Otherwise, many of our libraries may disintegrate to the point that they will have to be closed down, as Washington Park Library was for several years.
 

We are calling on you to do the right thing and vote to transfer the buildings to the City so that we can preserve library access to patrons in all of our neighborhoods.
